NOTES AND HIGHLIGHTS:

Late
registration causes us to recruit additional managers, find additional sponsors, order uniforms, etc., too late in the
planning process.

− Last season there were more opportunities for players to play All Stars, and our 8 year-old team and our 18u team went to
the State Championships.  Our Majors' 12u team was District Champions!

− Many of our 8 year olds played in our annual “Moving Up” game at our showcase field at Red Oaks.  The kids loved the
competition, music between innings, and announcing.

− Our End-of-Season dinner was at Villa Borghese and was a blast!

− Many of our players took advantage of playing in additional “travel style” tournaments.

− Our 50/70 program in Minors and Majors was a hit!  The kids loved the real baseball with leading off the bases, pitchers
holding the runners on base, stealing without restrictions, etc.
